bass player flipper quits the band and is replaced by franky. 

 

 

2004 

disgroove signs a record deal with n-gage (www.n-gage.ch), where the first 

longplayer "down on myself" is released on june 1st, 2004. the video for 

"down on myself" is being played by swiss tv stations SF2 and VIVA. 

 

disgroove supports "velvet revolver" at the music festival in winterthur. 

 

2007 

disgroove kicks off the year with two more tours, supporting the UK band 

“McQueen” and their german friends "die happy" again.  

 

the band writes more songs in summer and records their third album 

"gasoline" with V.O. pulver and franky winkelmann (gurd) at the little creek 

studio. 

2008
